
 
Medicaid spent $427 billion in 2011—almost doubling in size since $240 billion was spent in 
2009. 

 
 

 
 
Per capita spending on the elderly for LTC services was $17,763 in 2009—more than five times 
higher than per capita spending on families and children. 

 
 
 
Total national spending on healthcare in 2009 was $2.33 trillion. $137 billion was spent on 
nursing home care. 
 

 
 
 
 
 
 
 



 
Medicaid covers LTC expenses for 1 million people in nursing homes (70% of all nursing 
home residents) and 2.8 million in home based care annually 
 

 
 
 
Out of $240 billion spent in 2009, Medicaid paid for 43% of all LTC services.  31% was 
“private pay” via out of pocket, insurance or other.
